LDCs, which benefit from duty‑free quota-free (DFQF) market access, are defined is according to the UN Economic and Social Council's criteria.  DFQF treatment also applies - on a temporary basis - to countries in the process of international debt relief that have not yet received full and irrevocable reduction in debt.  The currently relevant criterion is participation in the Heavily Indebted Poor Countries (HIPC) Initiative.  HIPC countries will be granted DFQF market access from the "pre-decision point".  After the "completion point", the regular GSP preferences will apply.  The process is monitored regularly.  HIPC countries with LDC status after "completion point" still benefit from DFQF market access.
